1. The essay must have a minimum of 500 words and maximum of 650 words.  
2. The essay must be typed and double-spaced in MLA format. 
3. The essay must have a cover sheet containing the following:  student’s name, essay title, name of 
local high school, and date.   
4. References must accompany paper in the form of a works cited page. 

(The library and Internet offer many resources.) 
5.Essays must be submitted electronically via email to savegroundwater@gmail.com or 
mcooper@spuwcd.org . A hard copy of entry may also be submitted via mail or hand delivered to the 
district office.      
6. Electronic submissions are due no later than Friday, March 26, 2021 (11:59pm).
